Weekly 50 minute Classical Group Class (Levels 1-6)
uses the Suzuki Method of instrumental training with
parent and peer support to guide your child’s piano,
violin, cello, viola, or guitar education.

Classical group class uses the Suzuki group model to
encourage ensemble skills as well as a music literacy
curriculum to complement ear training.

A 30+ minute weekly Private Lesson on piano, violin,
viola, cello, or guitar hones your child’s skills on his or
her instrument, following the Suzuki curriculum.

For the advanced learner, Chamber Music Group and
Conservatory Theory Group serve as electives to
engage students in advanced performance experiences,
as well as advanced music theory understanding.
